This was the reason he decided to start his own
international Wado-Ryu organization. He isthe only
Man left who has studied intensively with Ohtsuka
Sensei during hispeak performance years, from fifty
to seventy years old.

The WIKF is established in 51 Countries and is
organised into three Regions, Europe, Pan America
and Asia. The WIKF is the largest out of the three
main Wado groups. Suzuki Sensei is loyal to the man
Who taught him, the founder of Wado-Ryu, the late
master Ohtsuka. Suzuki Sensei will not allow the style
to be changed. His is the original Wado-Ryu as taught
To him and as it will always be taught whilst he
remains a Grand Master and Founder.
